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The '‘New World” After
COVID-19: Environmental
Justice as a Comrmon
Ground

2020 will never end. As we are confined to narrow
spaces and remain socially distanced from each other,
the urgency and reality of this observation continue to
leave us with burning eyes and lumps in our throats. Let's
remember that first scene in the middle of a global wild-
fire: It was December 31st, 2019. When the fires raging
in the east and south of Australia since August 2019 had
reached a peak during the wildfire season—which will
forever be remembered as the “Black Summer”— the cameras caught the
sight of a kangaroo trying to escape from the flames, which levelled to the
ground the environs of Lake Conjola, a holiday destination. The smoke of the
fire, during which approximately 19 million hectares of land was burned, three
billion —yes, three billion— animals and at least 490 people died, and tens of
thousands were left homeless, had already travelled 11,000 km and reached
Chile and Argentina on January 7th, 2020. The Australian wildfires, which
burnt not only many lives but also our hearts, pointed at the complex nature
of environmental injustices as well as our desperation in the face of climate
disasters. For instance, Australia, a country where seasonal bushfires— the
violence of which have become uncontrollable due to the climate crisis— are
common, is also one of the biggest coal importers of the world. It is also no
coincidence that this country with a settler-colonial past which has become
rich by appropriating the land, bodies, and labor of indigenous Aboriginal
peoples was one of the first countries to close its borders to Chinese nationals
in an effort to fight against the coronavirus which has spread from Wuhan
to the rest of the world. When we remember that Australia, a country where
xenophobia against Asian immigrants is deep-seated and commonplace, has
only just begun to face the racism and discrimination that the Chinese citizens
had experienced during the gold rush period, which permanently destroyed
the ecosystem of the country while making it rich, the narrative would be
complete to some extent.

2020 will never end. As Donna Haraway says, we have to stay with
this trouble.' But, is this trouble only limited to the virus and its contagious-
ness? It was the coronavirus—codenamed SARS-CoV-2 and commonly known
as COVID-19—that brought together in the same trouble the bats and the

farmers, who have been displaced by the global agro-industrial monopolies
and forced to move to cities by the invisible hand and the visible fist of the
wild animal and exotic food markets. The fact that zoonotic diseases emerge
from the rainforests pillaged for industrial agriculture and livestock raising and
then travel at the speed of light to metropolises in first-class seats provides
us with a summary of how the global production networks and supply chains
as well as infrastructures of transport, telecommunication, and finance have
made this unequal exchange the unquestionable modus operandi of the planet
through unsustainable economic growth. Which path should we choose to
get out of this full-fledged crisis amongst the political and economic diseases
that categorize, divide into pieces, and carefully standardize for commodity
exchange the human and non-human life in order to make them suitable for
market logic? Are we supposed to turn the system on and off as a whole or
format it entirely? How many more socio-ecological crises do we have to go
through to overthrow the hegemony of economic growth figures?

The emergency of nature, the
Nature of emergency

2020 will never end. Nor will the state of emergency that has been
triggered by the pandemic. Will this exceptionalist attitude actually be mo-
bilized to address our social problems, or will it be the guise for the unjust
responses that are kept in reserve? For instance, the distance between the
workers, who are kept hostage and forced to work in the tuna fish factory in
Canakkale for being COVID-19 positive, and the coal miners, who are march-
ing from Soma and Ermenek towards Ankara for making their voices heard
and claiming their disregarded rights, is indeed shorter than we think. While
the wheels of capital are spinning under the chronic and permanent state of
emergency, the distance between the lungs of coal miners and COPD (chronic
obstructive pulmonary disease) patients in Yatagan or that of agricultural pro-
ducers, who have the record-breaking early childhood mortality rates, are not
as long as we think. Why then, the power switches, which can apparently be
turned off, and the wheels of accumulation that can in effect be stopped—as
we have learned and experienced during the coronavirus—are not deactivated
for the climate crisis that is spatially and temporally much bigger in scale and
is much more destructive? Are you curious why Zonguldak was added to the
list of thirty metropolitan cities where COVID-19 restrictions —
were most strictly enforced? You can find the answer in '
seven coal-firedpower plants located in
Catalagzi and its environs with a popu-
lation of 7,700. In this coastal city where
the rate of all forms of lung diseases




are the highest—from COPD to cancer—do you think that it is a coincidence
that for each worker dying of a fatal workplace accident due to coal mining
and coal-fired power plants, six workers die of occupational diseases? Then,
what will make the decarbonization politics equitable, which will provide a just
transition to the coal miners of Soma who—in response to the blockage of their
march to Ankara under the guise of the pandemic by military police—asked
"Is that so, Commander?”. Who are the legitimate actors of this process?
Let's first ask the villagers whose land, culture, and lives have been pillaged
by urgent expropriation: Is all this energy enough for us to fight the virus?
2020 will never end. Unless we make our knowledge-production and
knowledge-sharing methods more democratic and accessible, it will never end.
No change will ever happen as long as scientists, who produce knowledge
in the universities for the people as well as for environmental justice, social
justice and public health, are forced to choose between making a living and
lying to people. As long as people disrupting the establishment’s fraudulent
order of fake news—including the journalists, who report about the heavy
metals contaminating the milk that babies drink in Dilovasi and the cancer
research concealed by the Ministry of Health, as well as the scientists, who
are investigated for “inciting panic among the public,” on account of their
statements as public health specialists—do not speak or are silenced, neither
the wastes of distant lands will stop hitting the shores of Adana nor the fast
consumption commodities produced by the refugee children, who work in the
sweatshops at the expense of their lungs, will come to an end. Do we really
think that the post-truth world and skepticism towards science are “natu-
ral”? Do we really think that the conspiracy theories are self-generated? Well
then, which figures should we stop believing immediately? Should we stop
believing in the numbers such as consumer confidence index, gross national
product or investment fund profits, or the numbers pertaining to increasing
cumulative greenhouse emissions, which should have been decreased long
ago, the mean surface temperature values that have already invalidated the
estimations for a hundred year from now, the statistics of climate disasters
which hit the most vulnerable communities as they become more frequent

and more intense.

2020 will never end. As the pandemic has made it openly clear,
nothing works without domestic labor, care labor, and reproductive labor

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which for the most part are undertaken by women. This injustice will never

come to an end without recognizing the value of the work done by clean-

ing workers, service sector workers, waste workers, construction workers, n P
seasonal agricultural workers, and health workers from all fields all of whom

have been exempted from curfews since what they do is deemed as basic \
services. Furthermore, this injustice will never end in cities, which we as- '
phyxiate with the hegemony of individual vehicles promoted with “freedom” *

themed colorful advertisements, unless we build fair, sustainable, and free

public transportation systems. Urban, environmental, and climate justice are

also necessary for the delivery workers, who are lost in the deadly traffic of

these smothering cities while trying to bring the orders of those, who have

the luxury of working from home, to their feet! After all, what really matters

is, as a famous banner carried by the workers states: “The wealth you have

amounts to what you have stolen from us.”

2020 will never end. The climate crisis and the global ecological
crisis will be resolved neither with a vaccine in the hands of the multina-
tional monopolies nor with the invisible hand—which is gradually clenched
into a fist—of neoliberal regimes transforming in crony capitalism nor with
the magical science fiction wands that commodify ecosystem services such
as carbon inhibition or storage. If we take this virus, which spreads to the
collective body, as a signal flare demanding to bring systemic solutions to
systemic problems, maybe only then we can see the light at the end of the
tunnel. Besides, as long as this destruction and injustice do not shake us out
of our comfort zones, stay out of our sight, or for that matter, if it remains to
be “green”, "hygienic” and “organic” enough to make us feel good, this era
of exploiting other lives will not come to an end by consuming itself. Maybe
you can hear it if you lend your ear and listen carefully: against the systemic
viruses, the strongest voices are rising from the valleys, the plateaus, the
beaches, the mountains, the slums, and our urban commons which are being
destroyed.

2020 will never end. At least, it will not end by itself. However, before
it destroys us, we can end it today by establishing, here and now, a new and
unique life based on a new nature-society integrity and unity. So, this is a

minifesto with no big theses, no testable hypothesis. A minifesto to defend G -

others, other creatures, other lives from ourselves. A minifesto to question o~ -~
ourselves and to keep hope alive as part of a whole. A minifesto to not to A
equate those, who exploit others, with those, who are exploited or the per- 1
petrators with the victims. Drawing on the statement “the personal is politi- 0
cal,” this is a minifesto that calls for new acts of disobedience without being g

ashamed of our identities or hiding in our shells. Far from offering solutions, ? G \ >~ d"_
or being a roadmap, this is a minifesto that calls us to quickly set sail from

the rising oceans towards planetary companionship. And above all, this is a

minifesto to build a new life together, all together, in this planet, where there

are no saviors and where Godots never come, without expecting anything

from anybody else but ourselves. A minifesto to end all that 2020 represents. 45
